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I believe what is most scarce in today’s world is generosity. The reason I feel so is
that I often see harsh comments on social media about what is considered bad manners
of other people, especially people from other nations. Some of those bad manners are
small things such as bringing noisy children to a restaurant. In order to make up for
the situation, I can just try to be generous to other people myself and show how to

behave in public to those lacking generosity. (86 words)
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(1) I think that our lifestyles have been really changing. Perhaps since around 1990,
they have been talking about young people in many Asian countries watching similar
television shows and movies, reading similar novels and listening to similar music.

It was something unimaginable previously.

(2) Giving lectures in various countries around the world, I feel that I can see little
difference in students’ attitudes and interests.

by everyone.
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(3) I suppose some people criticize it as standardization, but I think we are living in a
good age in the sense that people around the world can communicate smoothly
without feeling any discomfort.
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
