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(1) The percentage of TikTok use as a news source by adult social media users nearly
doubled between 2020 and 2023, increasing from 22 percent to 43 percent.
Meanwhile, Facebook experienced a significant decline during the same period,

decreasing from 54 percent to 43 percent. (44 words)

(2) T do not think people should use social media as a news source for two reasons.
First, there is plenty of false information on social media since anyone can share
information whether it is correct or not. Second, using social media often leads to an
“echo chamber,” where people with similar opinions are confined, which tends to

reinforce their biased ideas rather than challenge them. (65 words)
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
