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2) The easiest way to deal with overtourism in Japan is to impose a tax on tourists

from abroad. Foreigners will be reluctant to come to Japan, which will reduce the
overcrowding of people in tourist areas. Also, the government can invest the
increased tax revenue in the tourism industry. This will allow tourist destinations
to use the money for maintenance or repairs, or to compensate for the loss of income

caused by the decline in the number of tourists. (79 words)
